	Research mining disasters that have taken place in Wales.  Create a bar chart showing the casualties at 10 different disasters.  What safety measures were introduced to save live?  

	Make a collage of images and pictures of Victorian Britain.  
	Paint, sketch or using any medium of your choice, of a Victorian scene e.g. at home, in the mine etc.   
	Make a booklet about a visit to Big Pit.

Victoria. Which period of her

reign will you choose to portray the Queen? Use any materials of your own choice.
